Anchorage Museum of History & Art – 121 West 7th Avenue, downtown at the corner of 7th Avenue and C Street (907) 343-6163. Look for the Alaska Gallery, which displays more than 1,000 objects and is the finest presentation of Alaskan history and ethnology in the state. Full scale and miniature dioramas provide a look at the early lifestyles of Alaska’s Aleuts, Eskimos and Indians. Plan on at least two hours.
